author of The Explosive Child, is 
the originator of a model of  psychosocial 
treatment called Collaborative Problem 
Solving (CPS).  Based on research in the 
neurosciences over the past 30 years, the 

CPS model posits that challenging  behavior is a form of  
developmental delay and the byproduct of lagging cognitive 
skills in the global domains of flexibility/ adaptability,        
frustration  tolerance, and problem-solving. CPS helps adults 
and kids solve the problems precipitating  challenging      
behavior and simultaneously teach kids the skills they’re 
lacking. The model, which represents a dramatic  departure 
from  conventional wisdom and practice, has been found to 
be highly effective in an array of settings, including families, 
general and special education schools, therapeutic group 
homes, and inpatient, residential, and juvenile  detention  
facilities.  Participants in this workshop will leave with an  
understanding of the underpinnings of the CPS model and 
practical assessment and  intervention tools that can be 
brought back to and used in these diverse settings.
